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The news peg that I chose talks about the most successful football season for The University of Houston. This peg stemmed from one of the suggestions on the instructions, which talked about the best basketball season in school history. I decided to go down the football route because I see quite a few similarities in the current Cougar football team and the 2015 team that I covered in the timeline. I believe the peg is relevant because of the main factor behind both teams, a change in leadership at the Head Coach position that takes a team to the next level. In the 2025-2026 season, we saw the Cougars have an incredible season while still adjusting to the style of a new leader in Coach Willie Fritz. The 2015 squad dealt with the same challenges and performed very well under pressure. Both teams ended their season with a huge bowl game win over teams that were heavily favored against them. I consulted a few different archives, including UHCougars.com, which had a lot of great game summaries and interviews with team personnel. Another source I ended up using often was Sports Illustrated. They have a great archive of photos and articles about specific teams and time periods. I used EBSCO as a main source through the University of Houston library database. 	This project helped me better understand what goes into research for a chronological project. I thought going through the different archived websites and articles was a fun experience. I think the most challenging part was lining up certain articles and finding specific dates for the content. The sports schedule that I found from ESPN.com was a big help on that side.
